(11 Muttart Drive) from R2 to R3 and append it to Parcel
ID No. 247940 (3 Heatherway Drive).
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2. An application to rezone Parcel ID numbers 246017 and 653600 from
R1 and R2 to PURD (Planned unit Residential Development)
located on Keri Drive.

3. Subject to and conditional upon Item 2, a Development Concept for
Parcel ID Numbers 246017 and 653600 located on Keri Drive in
the event of rezoning to PURD (Planned Unit Residential Development).

4. Proposed amendments to the Town of Cornwall Zoning &
Subdivision Control (Development) Bylaw which include:

a. Revisions to Section 3 - Administration;

b. Revisions to Section 4 - General Provisions For All Zones;

c. Revisions to Section 8 - Rural Residential Zone (RR);

d. Revisions to Section 10 - Two Family Residential (R2);

e. Revisions to Section 12 - Planned Unit Residential
Development Zone (PURD);

f. Revisions to Section 13 - General Commercial Zone (C1);
g. Revisions to Section 19 - Public Service & Institutional
Zone (PSI)

Zones are depicted by a color. Each Zone has specific permitted
uses. When Planning Board receive any requests to change the
zoning to allow something other then what the current zoning
permits. Such requests are presented at a public meeting and
residents comments and concerns are considered before Council
makes their decisions




The Zoning and Subdivision Control Bylaw reflects the goals and objectives found in the Towns
Official Plan. Any proposed amendments to the Bylaw must uphold the goals and objectives of
the Official Plan. Council may amend the Official Plan and then subsequently amend the Bylaw to
implement the changes. When considering amendments to either the Official Plan or the Zoning
and Subdivision Control Bylaw , Council will first call a public meeting , present the proposed
changes and gather public input before making their decision.

Bylaw #414




The Development Officer has the authority to
administer the Bylaw in cases except for;
buildings over 600 sq m, MFD over 12 units,
Subdivisions of more then 1 lot, Variances over
5%, Special Permits, and change of use. In the
cases outside his authority the Development
Officer will work with Planning Board to assess
the proposal and prepare a recommendation to
Council. The recommendation will be presented
to Council in the form of a resolution and
Council will vote.



Planning Board is also responsible for the Towns Emergency Bylaw. Town Staff and Council work
closely with The Provincial Emergency Measures Office to ensure the Towns Emergency plan is
comprehensive and up to date.
